You will receive power when 
the Holy Spirit has come upon 

you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and 
in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth 
(Acts1:8 ). 

Luke, through his training as a doctor, had recorded 
carefully the words of Jesus. The disciples were 
waiting for the promised arrangement, which was the 
installation of power from the Holy Spirit before 
they were sent off as witnesses. But all this was after 
our Lord had invested in them 3 years of time and 
energy. He thoroughly explained various topics in 
preparing them for the task and also helped them in 
their character building.  

Privately to his own disciples he explained 
everything (Mark 4:34). 

We still need the Holy Spirit to energize us, the love, 
grace and power to move us to be witnesses. 
Moreover, we should join training in bible colleges 
to equip us for the journey ahead of us, giving the 
knowledge base required and some character 
building too. 

I am passionate about Christian Education. The word 
education is derived from educare (Latin) "bring up", 
which is related to educere "bring out", "bring forth 
what is within", "bring out potential".  First the study 
of theology is richly filled with the wisdom, the 
mystery and the fathomless knowledge of our great 
God. Second, just like the training of the disciples, 
we will need training to equip a group of 
knowledgeable and devoted Christians. This group 
can carry on the work of spreading the gospel to the 
world as well as building up the new Christians. 

All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable 
for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for 
training in righteousness (Tim 3:16), that the man of 
God may be competent, equipped for every good 
work (Tim 3:17). 

Every beautifully arranged word in the Bible we 
study is breathed out and prepared by God. They are 
best in equipping us for every piece of good work, 
and competent in doing so. This study is now 
formalized in the Bible courses. The huge library of 
the studies done by our forefathers propel us into the 
universe of theological studies and their various 
concepts and doctrines. The wrestling of the past had 
resolved many arguments and logical difficulties, 
and purified them into important doctrines on our 

God. For example, the Study of God 
traditionally described God as a being that 
possesses at least three necessary attributes: 
omniscience (all-knowing), omnipotence (all-
powerful), and omnipresence (present 
everywhere). In other words, God knows 
everything, has the power to do anything, and 
is present where He wishes. His many other 
holy virtues deserve our many hours of study 
and open our eyes to the many wonders of the 
nature of God. 

The study of the Son Jesus and the Holy Spirit 
will extend our horizons on our understanding 
of our God.  The study of man, sin, the 
covenants and the second coming of Jesus 
further enrich the student in his whole 
theological pursuit. All the knowledge in the 
bible will prepare us for teaching, for reproof, 
for correction, and for training in 
righteousness. 

In addition, there is still further scope to dive 
into the many unsettled topics, and  wrestle 
with the philosophy of religion.  Philosophy of 
religion includes discussing the nature and 
existence of God, the examination of religious 
experience, analysis of religious language and 
texts, and the relationship of religion and 
science. You may or may not agree with the 
multiple-faceted arguments, but the world will 
be confronting most of us someday with many 
of its controversies.  Be prepared, and get 
ready to answer them with wisdom, love and 
the power of the Holy Spirit. 

Chinese Theological College Australia offers 
many courses to prepare its students for their 
life ahead. There are Bachelor/Master courses, 
Diploma courses and various certificate 
courses to suit the various needs of Christians, 
both local and overseas, of various maturity; to 
prepare them to further His Kingdom serving 
in local churches or in mission overseas. We 
pray that these courses will help to bring out 
the potentials of our Christians.
